PILGRIMS OF HOPE

AS PILGRIMS OF HOPE, WE BELIEVE: TOGETHER, WE
WILL BE LIVING STONES IN GOD’S TEMPLE

Theme #2: To Be Living Stones
The Lord compared Himself to the stone which the
builders rejected, but which was made into the
cornerstone - and upon this cornerstone the Church is
built. In Lumen Gentium, we are reminded that “the
disciples of Christ, persevering in prayer and praising
God, should present themselves as a living sacrifice,
holy and pleasing to God”. We must “bear witness to
Christ and given an answer to those who seek an
account of that hope of eternal life which is in them”. 2
The spiritual house of God is a building designed for His
glory, and we, the living stones, glorify the Lord in all we
do (1 Cor. 10:31). The baptized have become “living
stones” to be “built into a spiritual house, to be a holy
priesthood” (1 Pt. 2:9). As living stones, our belief and
faithfulness to Christ is strong, firm and not easily
moved. To be a “living stone” is to be a “speaker of
praise, a declarer of truth and love and light” (1 Cor.
10:31).3 By baptism, we “share in the priesthood of
Christ, in his prophetic and royal mission”. 4 We “must
bear witness to Christ and give an answer to those who
seek an account of that hope of eternal life that is within
them”. 5 As Pilgrims of Hope: = We allow ourselves to
be a “spiritual house” when we share in Christ’s priestly
office through our vocation, prayers, penance, worship,
in every sacrament we receive, and through works of
mercy. = We share in Christ’s prophetic mission when
we profess the Creed, and when we praise, Him, who
has called us “out of the darkness of sin into the light of
life and glory” (1 Peter 2:9). = We are living stones when
we uphold the beauty of God’s love and light in our




protection of human life and the pursuit of the common
good, especially for the most vulnerable.

Tema#2: A manera de piedras vivas

Los bautizados son “piedras
vivas” para construirse en “casa espiritual y sacerdocio
santo” (1 P 2,4-10). Como piedras vivas, nuestrafey
fidelidad a Cristo es fuerte, firme y no se conmueve
facilmente. Ser una “piedraviva” es ser “un hablante de
alabanza, un declarante de la verdad, el amory la luz”
(1 Co 10).3 Por el bautismo, participamos de “la
funcion sacerdotal, proféticay real de Cristo”4 .
Debemos dar “testimonio por doquiera de Cristo, y a
quienes lo pidan, den también razén de la esperanza de
la vida eterna que hay en ellos5 . Como Peregrinos de
Esperanza: = Nos permitimos ser una “casa espiritual”
cuando compartimos el oficio sacerdotal de Cristo a
través de nuestra vocacion, oraciones, penitencia,
adoracién, en cada sacramento que recibimosy a
través de obras de misericordia. ® Compartimos la
misién profética de Cristo cuando profesamos el Credo
y cuando alabamos a Aquel que nos ha llamado “de las
tinieblas del pecado a la luz de la vida y de la gloria” (1
Pedro 2:9). = Somos piedras vivas cuando defendemos
la belleza del amory la luz de Dios en nuestra
proteccion de lavida humanay la busqueda del bien
comun, especialmente para los mas vulnerables.
