OF KINGS AND KINGSHIP

Americans have an uncomfortable
relationship with kings. The American
Revolution was fought for independence
from King George, after all. Nonetheless,
today every Catholic church around the
world celebrates the Solemnity of Our
Lord Jesus Christ, King of the Universe.
Today’s feast invites us to look beyond
our national loyalty and rejoice in our
primary identity. We are children of God
in Jesus, Christ the King. Our readings
help us consider what it’s like to belong
to God’s kingdom. The book of Samuel
captures the deep longing of the
Israelites for a king to shepherd them.
Saint Paul reminds the Colossians that
we belong to the kingdom of Christ,
whose power he praises in a beautiful
hymn. Finally, Luke’s Gospel calls to mind
the kind of king Jesus chooses to be—a
suffering servant, a man for others. By
sacrificing his life for us, Jesus throws
open the gates of Paradise.

We received a summary of the event from
the blood bank Vitalant. The red blood
cells collected from the donors last
Saturday will help or save as many as 117
lives and be distributed to 47 local
hospitals in the Northern California area.
