Baptism provides light in darkness, 
gateway to heaven, pope says 

VATICAN CITY (CNS) -- Baptizing one's 
children is as essential as providing them 
with food and clothing, Pope Leo XIV told 
parents. 
"Just as they received life from you, their 
parents, now they receive the meaning to 
live it: faith," he said, referring to the 20 
infants about to receive the sacrament of 
baptism in the Sistine Chapel Jan. 11, the 
feast of the Baptism of the Lord. 
"When we know that something is 
essential, we immediately seek it for those 
we love," he said in his brief homily. "Who 
among us, in fact, would leave newborns 
without clothes or food, waiting for them to 
choose how to dress, and what to eat when 
they grow up?" 
"If food and clothing are necessary for life, 
faith is more than necessary, because with 
God, life finds salvation," he said in Italian.

El bautismo ilumina la oscuridad y es la 
puerta al cielo, afirma el Papa 

CIUDAD DEL VATICANO (CNS) — Bautizar 
a los hijos es tan esencial como 
proporcionarles alimento y vestimenta, dijo 
el Papa León XIV a los padres. 
«Así como recibieron la vida de ustedes, 
sus padres, ahora reciben el sentido para 
vivirla: la fe», dijo, refiriéndose a los 20 
bebés que estaban a punto de recibir el 
sacramento del bautismo en la Capilla 
Sixtina el 11 de enero, fiesta del Bautismo 
del Señor. 
«Cuando sabemos que algo es esencial, lo 
buscamos de inmediato para quienes 
amamos», dijo en su breve homilía. 
«¿Quién de nosotros, de hecho, dejaría a 
los recién nacidos sin ropa ni comida, 
esperando a que elijan cómo vestirse y qué 
comer cuando crezcan?». 
«Si el alimento y la vestimenta son 
necesarios para la vida, la fe es aún más 
necesaria, porque con Dios, la vida 
encuentra la salvación», dijo en italiano.
