FEAST OF FAITH: The Homily

The ambo, or pulpit, is a special
place—it is the place for God’s word.
That is why it is not used for all the
spoken words of the Mass, even
important words like the collects and
the blessing. The ambo is only used
for the scripture readings, and for the
homily and the prayer of the faithful.
The homily is part of the Liturgy of
the Word. It flows from the readings
we have just heard and helps us to
understand the way in which God is
speaking to us today. The homily is
not a lecture, a catechism lesson, or
a speech. It is more like an
exhortation; it has an urgency about
it, for it calls us to find ourselves in
the scripture, to live the faith we
profess, to see our world by the light
of the Gospel. The homily, a response
to God’s word, demands a response
from us. There are many styles of
preaching and many ways to respond
to the scriptures. But whether the
homily is weak or strong, an open ear
and an open heart can find in it an
abundance of spiritual nourishment.

La homilia no es una
conferencia, ni una leccién de catecismo,
ni un discurso. Se asemeja mds bien a
una exhortacion; posee un cardcter de
urgencia, pues hos convoca a
reconocernos a nosotros mismos en las
Escrituras, a vivir la fe que profesamos y
a contemplar nuestro mundo a la luz del
Evangelio. La homilia, en cuanto
respuesta a la Palabra de Dios, exige a su
vez uha respuesta por nuestra parte.
Existen multiples estilos de predicacion y
diversas formas de responder a las
Escrituras. No obstante, ya sea que la
homilia resulte débil o vigorosa, un oido
atento y un corazén abierto podréan
hallar en ella una abundancia de
alimento espiritual.
